In principle, the paper composition is as follows:

. Main text (Introduction, Body, Conclusions, Citations and
References): The contents of the body shall be segmented
into chapters corresponding to the contents thereof.

@ Preparation

. The paper shall be written in the Hangul word processor,
and foreigners can use Microsoft Word.

2. The paper is edited in one column up to the Keywords,
and in two columns up to the main text.

3. The chapters, sections, and paragraphs of the main sections
shall be denoted as follows and Insert a blank line both
above and below the chapter title and a blank line above
the section title. Paragraph titles shouldn’t have a blank
line.

@ Length

The minimum paper length is 6 pages and can be extended

up to 12 pages.

Article 2(1) (Language and Notation)

@ Languages

1. In principle, written language for the paper shall be in
Korean. However, abstract, tables, figures, and references
are to be written in English (Roman -characters), but
tables, figures, and references may be written in Korean.

2. The title, author name, author affiliation, author position,
and keywords shall be written together with English
(Roman characters).

(@ Characters

1. The characters used shall be written in Korean, and

Chinese characters may be added in parentheses if
necessary.

2. The spelling of Korean must be in accordance with the
“Korean Orthography" of the Ministry of Education.

(3 Romanization of Names

1. Names shall be written in the order of first and last name
and a comma is placed in between.

@ Loanwords and Romanization

1. Loanwords shall be written in Korean. However, foreign
words that are difficult to write in Korean can be written
in the original language.

2. Romanize Korean terms that are difficult to write in
English.

3. All loanwords that use Roman characters shall be written
in lowercase letters.

4. Korean terms in tables, figures, references, and descriptions
for which it is difficult to convey the meaning by
Romanization can be added in parentheses after the
Romanization.

5. Loanwords shall be written in accordance with the
Regulations on Hangeul Transcriptions of Loanwords. and
Romanized characters shall be written in accordance with
the Regulations on Hangeul Transcriptions of Loanwords.

Article 2(2) (Numbers and Equations)

(D Numbers

1. Use Arabic numerals to indicate quantities.

2. Use a zero before decimal points.

3. For fractions, use the format 3/4 rather than j‘

4. The number with four or more digits shall be marked
(comma) or spaced for every three digits. However, this is
not required for four-digit numbers.

@ Equations

1. Equations begin on a new line and are written in one line.

2. If the equation comprises two or more lines, it should

proceed to the next line from the "-" symbol, with the
position unified. Otherwise, it can proceed to the new line
from a l|+," 6‘_," "X," Or Vl+|l Symbol.

3. The subscript of the equation should be sufficiently large
to be visible when published in the journal.

4. Serial numbers (i.e., (1), (2), (3)) are aligned to the right
of the equation.

Article 3 (Units and Symbols)

@ Units

1. All units shall follow the SI units. However, if necessary,
other units can be used with SI units.

2. For other necessary common units except in the preceding
paragraph, write them in parentheses.
e.g., 1 can of paint (20 Z), 1 bag of cement (40 kg)

@ Symbols

Unit and quantity symbols shall be in accordance with the

Korean Industrial Standards.

Article 4 (Figures, Pictures, Tables)

(D Figures and Pictures
1. Production of Figures and Pictures
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A. Computerized output is used for pictures, and computer
prints are used in the pictures. Use clear pictures among
the originals.

B. The horizontal size of figures and pictures shall be 84
mm in one column and 168 mm in two columns.

2. Figure and Picture Numbering and Descriptions

A. The description (caption) of the figures and pictures shall
be written in English in the middle below the figures and
pictures with a serial number.

B. The serial number and description are written as follows:
e.g. Figure 1. Experiment of slab

C. If multiple figures and pictures are presented together,
indicate each with symbols such as a), b), and c) with a
description.

e.g.

a) 2-beam structure b) 4-beam structure

(2 Tables
1. The contents of the table shall be written in English and
inserted directly into the main text.
2. Table numbering and description
A. The description (caption) of all tables shall be written in
English in the middle of the table with a serial number.
B. The serial number and description shall be written as
follows:
e.g. Table 5. Concrete strength using air-entraining agent
C. To indicate a note, write Note. directly below the table.
3. For the table, format the top line in bold and remove the
left and right lines.
e.g. Table 1. Comparison of 2-beam and 4-beam structure

Article 5 (Annotation) All annotations shall be footnotes, and if

necessary, the annotation serial numbers shall be written with
semi-parenthesis at the top half of the final letter, with their
annotation numbers and descriptions placed in the lower part
of the page.
eg. e The first example of the tower crane® i
Article 6 (Citations and References) Cited or referenced
literature in the main text shall be marked in the order of the
author's English last name and the publication year and the
notation style is as follows:
1. If at the beginning or middle of the sentence, present it as
The author's name (year of publication).
e.g. Kim (2013) is..., Kim & Lee(2013) are...,
Kim, Lee, & Park(2013) are...,
2. At the end of a sentence, present it as (author's name,
year of publication)
e.g. (Kim, 2013)., (Kim & Lee, 2013)., (Kim, Park, &
Lee, 2013).

3. In the case of more than four authors, the first author's
name is written along with “et al.”

e.g. Kim et al.(2013) or (Kim et al., 2013)

4. In the case of multiple literatures, present them in
chronological order; if the years are the same, present
them in alphabetical order based on the author’s name.

e.g. Kim(2009) and Lee(2013) or (Kim, 2009; Lee & Park,

2010)

5. In the case of the same year by the same author, add a,
b, c, etc. after the year.

e.g. Kim(2009a)

Article 7 (Reference) D References shall be written in English
after the main text and the literature shall be cited or
referenced in the main text.

@ The references shall be listed in alphabetical order of the
first author's name, and the order of items shall be the
author's name, publication year, literature title, and
publication information.

1. If the source is a published book,

Author’s name (publication year). Book title. Edition,
published location, publisher, and pages cited.

e.g. Lynch, K., & Hack, G. (1994). Site Planning. 3rd
ed., Cambridge, MIT Press, 132.

2. If the source a periodical,

Author’s name (publication year). Title. Title of Journal,
Vol. (No.), pages cited.

e.g. Mylrea, T. (1988). Bond and anchorage. Journal ACI,
59(7), 71-75.

3. If the source is a website or electronic document,

Author’s name (publication year). Title. Title of Journal,
Vol. (No.), pages cited, date of citation and reference, and
source.

e.g. Wheeler, D., & Bragin, M. (2007). Bringing it all back
home. Health and Social Work, 32, 297-300. Retrieved
January 20, 2013 from http://www.newspresonline.org

4. All of the authors’ names shall be written, and in the case
of periodicals, the title shall be written in a sentence.
(Capitalize only the first letter and proper nouns.)

5. Other cases not mentioned above shall follow the The APA
Publication Manual(6th ed.)..

Article 8 (Acknowledgement) Information regarding support by
institutions shall be written in the lower-left corner of the
first page.

Article 9 (Others) Detailed guidelines for paper preparation shall
be based on the template posted on the AIK website.
